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“Qualified To Be Partakers”

Paul tells us in Colossians 1:12 that our Father “has qualified us to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light.”  Therefore, what is the one qualification to receive our blessing? What is the one disqualification? 
Romans 4:4-5 declares “Now to him who works, the wages are not counted as grace but as debt. But to him who does not work but believes on Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is accounted for righteousness.” In verse 14 of the same chapter, what was the promise made to Abraham and how was it to be obtained?
According to what Jesus states in John 16:13, “Whatever He (the Holy Spirit) hears He will speak.” In all of the gospels, what did Jesus always preach to sinners and to the ruler of this world and his minions?  Therefore, what is the Holy Spirit always moving on our hearts to preach? Based on the confusion of mixing law with grace, what do we as the church commonly albeit mistakenly preach?  

Paul states in Galatians 3:29 “And if you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.” What promise (Romans 4:14)?  According to Galatians 3:16 the promises were made to Abraham and his “Seed” who is _________? Paul tells us in Hebrews 2:16 that Jesus “does not give aid to the angels, but He does give aid to the seed of Abraham.”  What does this mean? 

Why, as Paul states in 2 Corinthians 1:20, are “all the promises of God in Him (Jesus), yes, and in Him Amen?” Paul says in Galatians 4:4-7, Jesus was “born under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.” What is the result (verse 7)? In Deuteronomy 28, God states the promises of obedience to the law, and the curse for breaking the law. In the previous chapter (Deuteronomy 27), the children of evil rehearsed the curses but not the blessings. Why not? What ultimately happened to the curse of the law according to Galatians 3:13?  What about the blessings of obedience?  
Genesis 27:27-29, 39-40 describes the blessings that Isaac gave to Jacob and Esau and they represent the two ways that man can expect to receive the promises of God. How do these two blessing relate to the covenants of law and grace? 
In closing, as we have studied in a past lesson, why again did Moses “strike the rock” a second time instead of speaking to it, resulting in exclusion from the promise land (Numbers 20:7-12)? 1 John 4:16 says “we have known and believed the love that God has for us.”  Romans 8:31-33 is the benchmark of God’s love for us. What is the key word in verse 32? In verse 33? Amen!!
