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“Speak to the Rock”

Paul told the church in 1 Corinthians 10:1-5 that the children of Israel all “drank from the spiritual Rock that followed them, and that Rock was Christ.”  Who is this Rock that Paul is talking about?  Was God pleased with all of the children of Israel?  Did God cause them to die in the wilderness? 
Paul said in Hebrews 11:6 “That without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.” What is faith?  What does Paul mean by “impossible to please Him?” 
In Matthew 6:33 Jesus said “But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.”  What is His righteousness?  What are all the things that will be added?  
Notice how Paul describes “His righteousness” in Romans 3:21-26.  What is the righteousness of God according to verses 21-22?  How does God want to demonstrate His righteousness?  

In Romans 4:13-22 Paul uses Abraham as an example of this righteousness.  According to verse 13, the promise that he (Abraham) would be heir of the world came through what? In verses 21-22, Abraham being “fully convinced” was accounted to him as what? 

In Numbers 20:8 Moses was instructed to “Take the rod (Aaron’s rod); you and your brother Aaron gather the congregation together.  Speak to the rock before their eyes, and it will yield its water; thus you shall bring water for them out of the rock, and give drink to the congregation and their animals.”  What did Moses do instead?  What did it cost him?  What about us?  
In Exodus 17:6 when the rock was struck the first time, what happened?  What did the striking of the rock represent? What did this water signify? Who’s rod was used?
Hebrews 3:12 through 4:11 describes the evil heart as unbelief (verse 12) and not to harden our heart as they did in the wilderness.  In verses 18 and 19, what is the link between disobedience and unbelief? What is the problem with our receiving from God?
Revelation 22:17 says “And the Spirit and the bride say, ‘Come!’ And let him who hears say, ‘Come!’ And let him who thirsts come. Whoever desires, let him take the water of life freely.”  Who gives the water of life, and why must it be taken freely? Let us therefore speak to “The Rock” and receive freely from His finished work. That’s faith!
