“Abundance of Grace”

Paul tells us in Romans 5:17 that “those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.” So for us to reign in life requires what two things? How are the two things related?  What righteousness is this Scripture referring to?  
Now in the first part of that same Scripture, Romans 5:17, Paul says that “by the one man’s offense (trespass) death reigned through the one.”  Who is the “one” he is referring to? How did death reign?
Satan, from the beginning, wanted death to reign, not man. So based on the truth of Romans 5:17, what would the enemy not want preached in the church or in the world? Therefore, if someone were to say “you are preaching too much grace,” who would they be speaking for?  

The two groups that Paul preached grace to the most were the Corinthians and the Galatians.  What is significant about this fact?  What would much of the church today use to correct the moral laxity of the Corinthians?  The mixture of the Galatians? (See Romans 6:14 and 1 Corinthians 15:56; also verse 34).
In Galatians 3:3 Paul says “Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh?”  This is the realization that changed my life four years ago and is, by the Holy Spirit, awakening the church.  Who is behind “Galatianism” and why?  What is wrong with teaching a “balanced” message? What does God call it?
In Hebrews 8:7-13 God “found fault” with the old covenant and established a new, eternal one.  What fault did God find with the old covenant?  Who mediated the old?  The new?  Is this good news?

What is the answer to the problem of this confusion by mixture (Babylon)?  Paul addresses the issue in Galatians 4:21-31, telling us in verse 30 to “Cast out the bondwoman and her son, for the son of the bondwoman shall not be heir with the son of the freewoman.” What is Paul saying?  Why can’t we have an inheritance if we allow both covenants to dwell together?  
The story that Paul addresses in the last section is taken from Genesis 21:1-14. According to Galatians 3:8, Abraham was the first to have the gospel preached to him.  Therefore, the covenant God made with Abraham was the grace covenant.  In Genesis 21, when Sarah told Abraham to “cast out the bondwoman and her son” why was it hard for Abraham to follow through with her demand (verse 11).  Why was God in agreement?  What is the real story behind this story?  Is this topic of great importance to God?  Let us preach an abundance of grace, casting out the bondwoman, and her fruit will go with her.
