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“My Peace”

Jesus said in Luke 19:42 “If you had known, even you, especially in this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they are hidden from you eyes.” What was Jesus trying to say to them? In the prior verse (41) what did Jesus do when He saw the city of Jerusalem?  What is “Jerusalem” in Hebrew?
In John 14:27 Jesus says “Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.”  What is the difference between the world’s peace and Jesus’ peace?  When do we know we have His peace?  When do we know that we are trying to have our own peace?  (See also Philippians 4:7)?
In 2 Peter 1:2 Peter says “Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord.”  How then is true peace multiplied to us?  
2 John 2-3 tells us “because of the truth which abides in us and will be with us forever: Grace, mercy and peace will be with us* from God the Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love.”  What is mercy?  What is grace?  What is truth?  What is love (1 John 4:10)? How does this bring peace?  
In Ephesians 2:14-18 Paul tells us that “For He Himself is our peace…having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments…and He came and preached peace to you…”  What then is the likely reason, when we lose our peace?  According to Galatians 5:22, is peace a work of the flesh or the fruit of the Spirit? 
In Romans 5:1-2 Paul tells us “Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace* (early translations read: let us have peace) with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and rejoice in the hope of the glory of God.”  Therefore, what is essential to peace with God?  
In Romans 10:15 Paul quotes the prophet Nahum saying “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the gospel of peace, who bring glad tidings of good things?”  What does the gospel of peace bring?  What about the law?  Notice that part of the armor that we are to put on in Ephesians 6:15 is “having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace…”
Isaiah 9:6-7 prophecies to us “For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given…and His name will be called…Prince of Peace.  Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end.” In Hebrews 7:17 and Psalms 110:4 God declares to Jesus “You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek.”  What does Melchizedek mean in Hebrew (see Hebrews 7:2)?  Why is this significant to our peace?  As Zacharias prophesies in Luke 1:67-79 let Him always “guide our feet into the way of peace.”
