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“You are Complete in Him”

Paul tells us in Colossians 2:8-10 to “beware lest anyone cheat you…for in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily; and you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and power.”  What causes completeness and fullness in our lives?  How do we receive it?  Is it a finished work?

John, the disciple whom Jesus loved, declares in John 1:16 “And of His fullness we have all received, and grace upon grace.” Jesus + nothing = _______________. 
The Holy Spirit witnessed the full payment for our sins therefore He is a good witness to witness to us the truth when we are accused. Paul says in 1 Corinthians 2:12 “Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God.” The next verse says “the Holy Spirit teaches.” What is He teaching (see the previous chapter, verse 30)?
In Zechariah 3:8-9 is a prophecy concerning the future change in the priesthood by “bringing forth My Servant the BRANCH…and I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day.”  Then in Zechariah 4:6-7 concerning the Lampstand and Olive Trees he says signifying a change in the role of King, “This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit, says the Lord of Hosts. Who are you, O great mountain? Before Zerubbabel you shall become a plain! And he shall bring forth the capstone with shouts of Grace, grace to it.” Then in verses 12-14 he speaks signifying the union of kingly and priestly functions in Jesus Christ saying these are “two olive branches that drip into the receptacles (hands*) of the two gold pipes from which the golden oil drains.” What does this speak of?  What does Acts 2 have to do with this?
In Mathew 17:1-8 on the Mountain of Transfiguration, Jesus took only Peter, James and John. Jesus was transfigured before them and Moses and Elijah appeared with Him. Peter wanted to build three tabernacles, one for each of them. What did God speak to them?  What was He trying to tell them?  What was the first thing Jesus spoke to them?  
Hebrews 12:18-28 tells us that we, because of Jesus, have not come to Mt. Sinai but to Mt. Zion, to Jesus the Mediator of the new covenant.  Verse 25 tells us not to refuse Him who speaks.  What is reassuring about verse 23?  How do the just become perfect or complete?  Where is our citizenship?  Verse 28 says “Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us have grace, by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear.”  

In conclusion let’s read Paul’s closing remarks in 1 Thessalonians 5:23-28.  “Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.  He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it…The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.”  Therefore, what is our focus to see that these things come to pass?  (See Colossians 3:1-4 and Psalms 110:1)
