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“Full Assurance of Faith”

Paul tells us in Hebrews 10:22 “let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.”  How can we have full assurance of faith? What is an evil conscience?  What is this “pure water?”
What was the will of God for Jesus when He came to the Earth?  Let’s look at Hebrews 10:4-15. Verse nine in particular gives us the answer.  Now, according to this Scripture, was the old covenant left in place while the new covenant was established?  Does God have to be just concerning our sins?

How was the old covenant “taken away?”  Hebrews 9:15 says “He is the Mediator of the new covenant, by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant.”  Colossians 2:21-22 says “And you who once were alienated…He has reconciled in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy, and blameless, and above reproach in His sight.” What does it mean to be above reproach?
Why did Jesus have to die?  In Genesis 2:17 God tells Adam “but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil (the law) you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” Romans 5:12 says “through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin.”  Why was this position hopeless for man?  
Romans 8:3 tells us “For what the law could not do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh: He condemned sin in the flesh.” Therefore as a result of this wonderful truth, why does the justice of God demand our acquittal? What are the wages of sin?  Who paid these wages? 
Now that our sin debt has been paid, how does this protect us from the attacks of the enemy? Colossians 2:14-15 tells us “having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us.  And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.  Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it.” What disarmed principalities and powers?
In Isaiah 54:16-17 God tells us that He created the destroyer to destroy, but “No weapon formed against you shall prosper, and every tongue which rises against you in judgment you shall condemn.  This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, and their righteousness is from Me, says the Lord.” What is this weapon that is formed?  
Colossians 2:11 says “In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ.”  What does he mean by the “circumcision of Christ?  What is meant by “without hands?  In closing let’s read Isaiah 55:1-3.  “Hear and your soul shall live (verse 3).”
