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“Submitted to the Righteousness of God”

Paul tells us in Romans 10:3 “For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and seeking to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted to the righteousness of God.”  What does Paul mean by being submitted to the righteousness of God?  

Then in the next verse, Romans 10:4. Paul says “For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes.”  What are we to believe?  
But, wait a minute.  Jesus says in Matthew 5:17 “Do not think that I came to destroy the Law or the Prophets. I did not come to destroy but to fulfill.” How does this mesh with Romans 10:4?  Is there a conflict here?

Paul declares in Galatians 4:4 “But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.”  What is Paul trying to convey to us?  
So then, how did Jesus fulfill the Law and redeem us from it?  Reading Galatians 3:10-14 verse 13 tells us “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written. ‘Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree’).  Where was this written (see Deut. 21:22-23)? Since Jesus became our curse, who then remains under the curse? So then, is the curse in our lives broken by faith in His finished work, or by our works?

Galatians 3:6-9 says that Abraham “believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.” What did he believe?  Was he submitted to God’s righteousness?
Therefore since the curse of the Law is broken by Christ’s fulfillment of the Law, then how do we receive the blessings of the Law? In Revelation 3:14 Jesus calls Himself “the Amen.” What church is He speaking to in this passage?  What does He mean by the Amen?  
Paul says in 2 Corinthians 1:20 “For all the promises of God in Him are Yes, and in Him Amen, to the glory of God through us.”  What are these promises?  See Galatians 3:16, 29, Romans 4:13 and Deut 28:1-14.  
Notice in Deut 27:11-26 that only the curses are vocalized.  Why no Amen to the blessings?  Then in Deut 28:1-14 the blessings for obedience to the law are mentioned.  Are we entitled to these blessings?  Why? In verses 15-68 the curses of the Law are listed. Why are we exempt from these today?  (Galatians 3:13). In closing let’s compare Deut 28:61 with Matthew 9:35.  What is significant in this comparison?  AMEN!
