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“Found In Him”

Paul tells us in Philippians 3:8-9 “Yet indeed I also count all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord…that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith.” As we continue our study of the return of Christ, what is the most important consideration of the believer?
John tells us in Revelation 20:6 “Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first resurrection. Over such the second death has no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years.” What is the 1st resurrection? What is the difference between reigning “with Him” and reigning “through Him?”
Let’s look more closely at the next feast to be fulfilled: Trumpets.  When is it celebrated?  When were all the previous 4 feasts fulfilled (see Acts 2:1 as an example) and in what Season of the year? In what Season are the three remaining feasts celebrated?  What is significant about this? Is the announcement of the Feast of Trumpets at the new moon or full moon?  Notice Ezekiel 46:1 “Thus says the Lord God: The gateway of the inner court that faces toward the east shall be shut the six working days; but on the Sabbath it shall be opened, and the day of the New Moon it shall be opened.”  
What does Paul tell us concerning the Day of the Lord in 1 Thessalonians 4:13 through 5:11; 2 Thessalonians 2:1-17; 1Corinthians 15: 51-54. Notice Paul’s comparison of believing “the” lie in 2 Thessalonians 2:11 and believing the truth in verse 13. What is “the” lie? How does this relate to the story of the ten virgins in Matthew 25?  
What does the word “rapture” mean?  Is it mentioned in Scripture?  What about in the prophecy of the Old Testament (see Isaiah 26: 19-21)? What about in the Law (Genesis 5:24, Hebrews 12:5-6). 
Based on Jude 14 and Zechariah 14:5, how do we know where we will be when Jesus comes back to set up His kingdom?  Why is it significant that Enoch is called “the seventh from Adam?” How is Hosea 6:2 related to John 2:1-10? What is the marriage supper of the Lamb (Rev 19:7)? According to Genesis 29:27, how long was the wedding celebration?
How do we know that we are living in the last generation, thankfully, the Benjamin generation?  Jesus said in Luke 21:24 “And Jerusalem will be trampled by Gentiles until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.” Then in verse 32 Jesus says “Assuredly, I say to you, this generation will by no means pass away till all things take place.” What are the two characteristics of the last days revealed to Daniel in Daniel 12:4?  How do the previous two verses in that chapter relate to us?  What does he mean by “turn many to righteousness?” Now that is the true Holy-wood stars walk of fame. Amen!
