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“The Substance is of Christ”

As we finish our study of the Feast of Trumpets let’s look at one more type and shadow of this feast in the life of Lot. Peter tells us that God “delivered righteous Lot” (2 Peter 2:7). Since Lot lived in the Old Testament was he righteous under the Law? Why not? 
How is Lot’s deliverance related to our deliverance at the Feast of Trumpets?  Notice what the angels said to Lot in Genesis 19:22, just before the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah.  What does Lot’s name mean in Hebrew?

Let’s read Colossians 2:11-23 and look at the three remaining unfulfilled feasts in light of Paul’s message to us in this passage.  In verses 16 & 17 he says “so let no one judge you in food…or regarding a festival or a new moon or Sabbaths which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance is of Christ.”  What is Paul saying?  What does Paul mean in verse 23 by “self-imposed religion?”
Based on this theme, “the substance is of Christ” let’s review the seven feasts, comparing the shadow celebration of the first four feasts to the spiritual and then literal fulfillment of the last three feasts. What is the shadow of the first four?  What is the spiritual fulfillment in Christ of all seven feasts?  What is the literal fulfillment of the last three feasts?

Understanding the message recorded in John 7 regarding the Feast of Tabernacles gives us further clarification of its spiritual and literal fulfillment. In verse 10, why is Jesus’ visit to the Feast of Tabernacles in secret on this occasion? What does Jesus mean in verse 7? What about in verses 37-39, on the last day of the last feast?

Therefore, in the spiritual sense, the Feast of Tabernacles is the celebration of what wonderful truth?  Will this truest of all truths be celebrated literally during the millennial reign of Christ?  Let’s look at Zechariah 14 for the answer to how important it is to celebrate this truth.  How does this relate to us today, in its spiritual application?
The Day of Atonement is, in its spiritual fulfillment, related to what event?  Zechariah 12:10-14 describes the literal fulfillment of this feast at the end of the tribulation period.  Based on this understanding, why in Leviticus 23 were the children of Israel required to afflict their souls on the Day of Atonement as well as do absolutely no work, and then when celebrating the Feast of Tabernacles required to rejoice and feast for seven days? 
In conclusion, Christ, our substance, is our Passover (1 Corinthians 5:7), our Unleavened Bread (1 Corinthians 5:7, Hebrews 9:14, Ephesians 5:27), our Firstfruits (1 Corinthians 15:20, 23), our Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4), our Trumpet Feast (Ephesians 2:6), our Atonement (Ephesians 2:13, Hebrews 9:14) and our Tabernacle (John 19:30, Romans 3:24, Romans 8:1, 2 Corinthians 5:17).
