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“The Resurrection and The Life”
Last week we discovered in Isaiah 40 that the Lord wanted us to bring comfort to His people.  What two things did He tell us to speak to them?  How are these two things related to Romans 5:17? Isaiah 40:5 declares that “the glory of the Lord shall be revealed.”  Many people in the church today talk about “the glory,” but what is the glory of the Lord (2 Thessalonians 2:13-14; Colossians 1:25; 2 Corinthians 4:6)?
Again, what are the two things that cause us to reign in life?  What is grace?  How is grace linked to righteousness?  What is truth and what is “the” lie (John 1:16-17; 2 Thessalonians 2:10-13)? What is the result of each (Galatians 5:16-23)?  How is obedience related to favor (grace) and righteousness? 
In our study of Feast of Firstfruits, what event in Jesus’ life does this feast represent? What is the main thing to remember concerning Jesus’ resurrection (see 1 Corinthians 15:17)? In Hebrews 10:1-22 Paul poses a question regarding the effectiveness of the sacrifices under the law stating that they “can never…make those who approach perfect. For then would they not have ceased to be offered? For the worshipers, once purified, would have had no more consciousness of sins…but there is a reminder of sins every year…for it is not possible that the blood of bulls and goats could take away sins.”  What is this “perfect” Paul is referring to (see Hebrews 9:9)? Thankfully, Paul goes on to tell us in Hebrews 10:9-10; 14, “For by one offering He (Jesus) has perfected forever those who are being sanctified.” Again, perfected in what way?  How does this result in our “being sanctified?” What then, indicates the efficacy of Jesus’ one sacrifice? Hebrews 9:26-28 declares that “He has appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment, so Christ was offered once to bear the sins of many.” Did anyone, besides me, have an epiphany regarding this verse?  
Jesus did not come to make bad people good, but to make dead people live. Colossians 2:13 says “And you being dead…He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses.” When Jesus was resurrected from death, what did He leave behind?
Romans 4:25 tells us that Jesus “was delivered up for our sins, and was raised for our justification.” Eph. 1:7 says we are forgiven “according to the riches of His grace.” Has justice been served?  Therefore, has He (Jesus) become our “justifier” (Romans 3:21-28)? 
In 1 Corinthians 11:23-31, Paul shares what the Lord revealed to him concerning Communion.  He explains what the cup and the bread represent and then warns the church not to partake in “an unworthy manner.”  What does this mean?  As we mentioned last week, what is the “reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep (die prematurely)?” Therefore, how do we partake in a “worthy manner?”
Every date and number is significant in Scripture. What does the number 5 represent?  What about 10?  How about 17?  Let’s look at Genesis 8:4 for the first mention of the Feast of Firstfruits (based on Leviticus 23).  What is significant here?  In closing, let’s read Romans 8:33-39 and 10:10 to review our total victory through Jesus’ Resurrection.
