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“But We See Jesus”

In Hebrews 1:1-3 Paul tells us that God spoke at various times and in various ways in time past but “has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things… who being … the express image of His person…when He had by Himself purged our sins (see Amplified translation), sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high.” According to Matthew 28:18, Ephesians 1:20-23 and Galatians 3:16, 29, who is the inheritor of all things?  When did Jesus sit down? What is the significance of the passage “the express image of His person?”  What are 3 things that, under the old covenant, would cause you to be cut off, called unclean, and placed outside the camp?  How did Jesus deal with these three issues? When we see Jesus, what do we really see? 
In Hebrews 2:1-4 Paul declares that because of these truths “we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just reward, how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation…at the first spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him, God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit?” What are we to focus on today?  What happens when we drift away? Where do we generally go? What did the angels do at Mt. Sinai (Galatians 3:19)?  What about today (Hebrews 1:14)?
In the past I always felt a little smug at the thought of how foolish the children of Israel were in building a golden calf after God had just spoken the covenant to them, and Moses disappeared from their sight for 40 days on Mt. Sinai.  I thought to myself, “I would never have done that.”  Oh really?  Look at Steven’s sermon to his accusers in Acts 7:37-41.  Steven reminds them that Moses spoke of Jesus saying “God will raise up for you a Prophet like me from your brethren.  Him you shall hear (Deut 18:15).” But they would not obey, and in their hearts they turned back to Egypt, saying to Aaron “as for this Moses who brought us out of the land of Egypt, we do not know what has become of him.”  Sound familiar?  Then notice what verse 41 says resulted from their “drifting away.”  They “rejoiced in the works of their own hands.” How does this relate to our “drifting away” today?  Not sure about you, but that wiped the smug right off my face.  
Hebrews 2:8-9 declares that God has “put all things in subjection under his feet…He left nothing that is not put under him. But now we do not yet see all things put under him, but we see Jesus” (see Ephesians 1:17-23). He, by the grace of God, tasted death for everyone. Then in verses 14-15 we are told that Jesus took on flesh and blood “that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, and release those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.”
In Hebrews 3:7 the Holy Spirit says “Today, if you will hear His voice, do not harden your hearts” and in verse 12, “Beware lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief.” What is an evil heart?  What is God saying today? In verse 19 “we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.”  Enter into what?  What is our rest today?  How do we enter His rest according to Hebrews 4:10? Many people continues to rebel against the new covenant by working to enter Gods rest, “but we see Jesus.”
