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“Alive Unto Christ”

Isaiah 6:1 says “In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on the throne, high and lifted up, and the train of His robe filled the temple.” What does the name Uzziah mean in Hebrew?  What is this robe Isaiah beheld?  How is what Isaiah saw similar to what the woman with the issue of blood saw in Jesus in Mark 5:25?  Could the woman bear fruit as long as she was bleeding?  What stops us from producing fruit?   
The story we just looked at occurs in the middle of another story about a man named Jairus (means “he enlightens”) who had a daughter who was dying. She was 12 years old, as was the term of the other woman’s illness.  She ended up dying. Then Jesus, with Peter, James and John, brought resurrection life to the little girl.  As the body of Christ matures (In Hebrew tradition going from age 12 to 13), what must we realize? After the daughter was raised, what did Jesus say to do? What are we to feed on?   

Colossians 3:1-10 tells us that “we were raised with Christ, therefore seek those things which are above…for you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God…and HAVE put on the new man who is renewed in knowledge according to the image of Him who created him.” What does it mean to be “renewed in knowledge?”
Paul tells us in Ephesians 2:1-8 “And you He made alive, who were dead…but God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love…even when we were dead (married to Mr. Law), made us alive, by grace…and raised us up…and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ…that He might show the exceeding riches of His grace…in Christ.” 
Paul further explains “For the death that He died, He died to sin (for our transgressions committed under the control of the law) once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God.”(Romans 6:10). Therefore, my brethren, you also have become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may be married to another – to Him who was raised from the dead” (Romans 7:4) “For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes” (Romans 10:4). In Christ, what is our relationship to the law?  What is it called when our first husband, Mr. Law, convinces that we are still in relationship to him? What are our garments when with Mr. Law (Isaiah 64:6)? What about as the Bride of Christ (Isaiah 61:10)? 
In Matthew 22 Jesus tells a parable about the Marriage Feast. In verse 12, He says to someone who did not have on a wedding garment, “Friend, how did you come in here without a wedding garment?  And he was speechless.” Why was he speechless (see Romans 3:19-20)? Only the righteousness of faith can speak (Romans 10:6-10).
Paul tells us in 2 Corinthians 11:2-15 “For I am jealous for you with godly jealously. For I have betrothed you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ.”  What was Paul’s fear in verses 3-4?  In verses 13-15, what do satan’s ministers transform themselves into?  The declaration: You have been reconciled. The invitation: Therefore be reconciled. “He made Jesus our sin, and made us His righteousness” (2 Cor 5:17-21).
