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“Paradise”

Where was the School of Tyrannus in which Paul taught located according to Acts 19? How long and often did Paul teach in this school?

In Acts 20:17-27 as Paul was passing by the area; he called for the elders of the church in Ephesus.  When they met, how did Paul define his ministry to them?

What was Paul’s concern and warning to the church (also to the Corinthians in 2 Corinthians 11:3-4)?

What did Paul commend the elders to, in Acts 20:32? Why is this significant?

About 30-40 years after Paul’s warning to the Ephesians, in Revelation 2:1-7, John’s revelatory message to the church in Ephesus was what?

In Revelation 2:7, who were allowed to eat from “the tree of life, which is in the Paradise of God?”

How many times is the word “Paradise” found in the Scriptures?  
In 2 Corinthians 12:4, Paul’s trip to Paradise revealed what truth to him?

According to John 19:41, where was the place of Jesus’ crucifixion located? How is this significant?
In Luke 23:43. Jesus told the “believing” thief that he would be with Him in Paradise that day?  What did Jesus mean by this statement?  

What did the tree that Jesus hung on represent prior to His death?  Jesus likened this to Moses lifting up the serpent in the Wilderness (John 3:14).  See also Hebrews 2:9, 14-17.
At the moment of Jesus’ death on the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, what tree was this tree replaced by? What did the two thieves represent in this picture of the gospel? Because Jesus died before the thieves, the believing thief, in that garden (in Paradise) partook of the tree of life. Jesus said in John 11:25 “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live.”
